Measure and cut the number of lengths needed,
allowing for pattern matching and excess for
trimming. n.b. Do not assume the wallpaper will
come off the roll the correct way up - this should
always be checked. If you are unsure, consult our
website or your retailer before proceeding.

Apply plenty of paste to the wall, slightly wider
than the drop you are about to hang, paying
particular attention to the top and bottom.
